From Catherine:   ñIn reality, most anyone who serves in harm's way is affected.  Our mission statement is to 
cover all our war wounded-physical and psychological.   We have the opportunity to get our healing qovs to these 
combat warriors.   You are close enuf to Camp Lejeune to be able to attend this unprecedented awards cere-
mony!ò 

Note: we will also continue to send our quilts to the Emergency Department in Iraq, 
to Walter Reed, etc.

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Thank you for your support of the Burke QU annual Ways and Means fundraiser, Quilting on a WhiMéagain.  We 

have a few fabulous bundles of 20 fat quarters remaining, but they are going fast. The cost is $50.00 each and in-

cludes the pattern Jungle Fever, courtesy of Timeless Treasures. Many of you asked for the size option for the quilt 

top samples made with the Ways and Means packets.  The samples were made using (56) blocks and the additional 

directions follow:  

Ways & Means Quilt Size (using 20 fat quarters):  

Size (56 Ĭó x 64 Ĭó) ð Cut (40) 10ó blocks and then the pieces for (16) additional blocks from the strip*   

Setting ð (7) blocks X (8) blocks  

Cut two 10ó squares from each of the (20) fat quarters and follow the instructions/cutting diagrams on the pat-

tern.  *You will have a strip of fabric left from each fat quarter that is @ 7ó x 20ó (more or less depending 

on the original width of the fabric and the amount of shrinkage with pre -washing)  

Using the òCutting Diagramsó as a reference for the sizes, cut the pieces for (16) additional blocks from the 

remaining strips of fabric.
