Burke QU recently received this letter dated February 2, 2009, for your generous donation of
food at the BQU December social:

Dear Burke Quilters Unlimited,

Donations of food to the Lorton Community Action Center are one of the mainstays of this organi-
zation. Food is the most requested service from our clients, so gifts like yours are critical to
meeting these needs. It seems as thought the number of families we are serving daily with food
is increasing every month.

Between October 1st and December 31st, 2008, LCAC distributed food to 293 families comprised
of 1041 individuals. When families come to LCAC to receive food, they have more money to
spend on rent, utilizes, and transportation costs. Your donations of food are really making a dif-
ference.

The excess food we receive from local grocery stores are shrinking while the number of LCAC cli-
ents continues tog row. So, you can see how important giving friends like you are. Our records
show you donated 104 pounds of food [in December], which is valued at $175.75 based on the

value of $1.69 per pound of food form the Capital Area Food

Bank/Northern Virginia.
