 Several meetings ago, Deb- bie Thomas (Burke QU) told me 
about an initiative by the Downey Fabric Softener Company to provide Touch of Comfort quilts to children 
in need.  I contacted the web site, quilts4kids.com, and asked to have 10 of the fabric kits shipped to me for 
our Burke chapter members to participate in their endeavor.  In mid-April, I received the kits which contain  
all the makings, except for batting, for a four-patch quilt.  Backing is included.  Most of the fabrics are pre-
cut and require only assembling, then quilting.  Directions are included and the backing is folded to the 
front of the quilt to create the binding.  Finished size of the quilt is 38x44". 

 I'm hoping that I can find 9 members to take a kit, finish it, then return it to me because I am required to 
ship them back together and they ask for a 4-6 week turnaround time.  I'd be happy if they are finished by 
our June social. 

 I will bring the kits to the first May Burke QU meeting, May 12 and have one finished so you can see how 
simple they are to make.  If you'd like to help out, please email me at brownj6610@verizon.net
