A:  Make a quilt back!  

 

Stop by the Soldier Quilt table to pick up a collection of sports/games/snack food/

etc. fat quarters which can be assembled into a bright and interesting quilt back 

for your next soldier quilt.  Football, soccer, basketball, baseball, and more are in-

cluded so we donõt need to worry about playing favorites. 

Feel free to use any fabric or pattern for your soldier quilt; but 

if you need advice, Iõll have directions for several simple quilt 

patterns, as well as for the pillowcases which go with the quilts.  

In response to a question I received this month:  Of course itõs 

best if you quilt your own soldier quilt.  Itõs a great opportunity 

to practice your machine quilting skills and try something new.  A 

simple meander is wonderful and anything else is super too.  If 

you can provide only the top, perhaps a longarmer friend will be able to quilt it for 

you. Check with your bee, or I have a couple of names of quilters who might be able 

to help you out.

Join your BQU friends for an all -day Quilting for Oth-

ers workday.  Make a soldier or baby quilt, or a lap robe.  

For the soldier quilts, consider donating any spare 10ó 

squares or fat quarters that seem appropriate.

14, October, 2009  

President Karen Loftus welcomed all in attendance.  The assistant principal of Cherry Run Elementary 

School, Ms. Tamara Sistrunk, was introduced.  She is hoping to have BQU members participate in quilt-

ing-related service projects with the children attending Cherry Run.  Linda Cooper made the beautiful 

knitted baby cap for the Vice Principalõs ( of Cherry Run Elementary School) new baby. 

A sign-up sheet was passed around the meeting for people who were interested in planning or support-

ing these activities (e.g. drawing pictures on fabrics for soldier quilts was one suggested possibility).  

New Burke QU members were also introduced.  

Old Business :  A motion was made and accepted to waive the reading of the minutes from the 9 Sep-

tember 2009 business meeting and accept the minutes as published in the newsletter.  

New Business : 

Open Chair Positions:  Midnight Madness/Sit & Sew, June Social.  Please consider volunteering for one 

of these positions.  

Recognitions:  Mary Reddington won the Viewerõs Choice Award at the St Francis Quilt Fair, and was 

competing with some very heavy hitters, such as Jinny Beyer.  Maryõs spiral Christmas stocking pattern 

has been published and is in the current issue (December 2009) of American Patchwork and Quilting.
