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Soldier  Quilts  

Have you made your list? What quilts will you work on this year?  Letôs seeé. projects from 
Burke and Big QU workshops, retreat projects, holiday presents, Midnight Madness, bee pro-
jects, and maybe a project or two from your favorite quilting magazine.  Why not turn one of 
these into a quilt for a wounded soldier. It doesnôt even have to be red, white, and blue 
(although it does seem nice to make it in patriotic colors). 

Please try to make at least one ñsoldierò quilt this year. Here are a few guidelines to keep in 
mind: 

1. Minimum size: 50 x 60ò, but preferable 
a little larger to ac- commodate a large pa-
tient. 

2. All cottons, please, and in soft, cud-
dly fabric you would love to curl up in. 

3. Attaching a label would be wonderful (to 
save your chairper- son some work). Include 
a brief note express- ing your appreciation for 
the sacrifices a sol- dier makes and your 
name if you wish.

All ñsoldierò quilts turned in by the October business meeting will be sent to the burns unit 
at Brooke Army Medical Center in San Antonio where there is a great need for quilts. After 
that shipment, quilts will go to Walter Reed Army Medical Center or to another site in need 
of quilts.
