Hey, it’s Linda writing this time,
as Barbara will be off cruising beauti-
ful Hawaii for two weeks when you
read this.

I have great news to share with
you concerning several items:

e A group called CAUSE (Comfort
for American's Uniformed Ser-
vices) has volunteered to pick up
and deliver (or mail) Compassion
quilts to our injured service per-
sonnel at Walter Reed, Bethesda
Naval, or one of the Texas mili-
tary base hospitals where burn
victims are treated. So, get those
compassion quilts made and keep
our military heroes wrapped in
the warmth of a lovingly stitched
quilt.

2. SOME (so others might eat), the

organization that CQU has been help-

ing by making utilitarian quilts for the

homeless, also helps families as they

work to re-establish themselves in the

community. When these families are
ready to make this major step, SOME
likes to present them with a quilt for
their new home as a reminder that
others care. If you would like to
make a quilt or a quilt top for this ef-
fort, it should be full size, any pattern,
any color.

e If you have a longarm or machine
quilting business and would pre-
fer to help by teaming with some-
one who has pieced a top, let me
know and we can see that you get
tops for quilting. Backing and
batting can be furnished by CS.
The quilts can then be bound
byothers who prefer hand stitch-
ing. Working together, we should
be able to donate quilts to deserv-
ing families.

Cut these squares diagonally twice like an “X” to
yield 128 quarter square triangles from each of

fabrics C and D.

With fabrics C and D still layered right sides to-
gether, sew along one short side. Sew half of the
pairs with fabric C on the top and half with fabric
D on the top. This will result in mirror image tri-
angle sets. You will have 64 of each kind.

Month 7

Cut 3 strips of both fabrics C and D 3-3/4” wide.
Layer the 2 different fabrics right sides together,
and cut into 3-3/4” squares. You will need 32
