SUSAN BALL FAEDER will present a lecture
entitled Japanese Traditional Textiles Trunk
Show. Most people know what a kimono is, but
here’s a chance to look closely at how a kimono
is made and how the material is made? Is it
printed or woven? What is kasuri or katazome?
How do you tell the difference between real tie-
dyed shibori and machine made? With walk-
around examples selected from Susan’s 35
year’s of collecting, you will learn the basics of
Japanese textile identification in an morning--
complete with vocabulary list in Japanese!

After her lecture, Susan will have a workshop
on Japanese Sashiko (A Meditation). Learn the
basics of sashiko from an American quilter's
point of view. Susan will talk a little about the
history of Sashiko and about Japanese indigo.
You will learn the "how to" of the stitch
technique until you find your OWN stitch. You
will choose from a selection of stencils (no grid
drawing) to complete a 14" stitched square that
can later be used as a wall hanging, a pillow
top, or incorporated into a garment or small
quilt.
