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Fellow Quilters, 
 
I have heard the phrase, “finished, warm and perfect, cold” several times over the past 
year. I have heard it from quilters in various groups (not all quilt related) to which I 
belong. Michele Scott, a speaker at a Burke QU summer meeting, was the latest to use 
those words. What does this phrase mean to you?  
 
One of the most used acronyms by quilters is UFO for Unfinished Object. How many do 
you have in your sewing area? Are some of them there because you want the finished 
object to be “perfect”? Exactly what does “perfect” mean? To each of us “perfect” 
means different things. To some perfect means all seams meet, no points are sewn in 
the seam allowance, or all blocks are exactly 6” square. Obviously these are important 
considerations, but do those of us who are not “perfect” need to quit and not complete 
our UFO’s? I don’t think so.  
 
We have choices as Michele Scott pointed out: We can choose a pattern that does not 
require expert piecing skills. We can choose to be creative and add appliqué to an 
imperfect pieced block. We can practice techniques moving us closer to perfection. In 
today’s busy world, especially in the Northern Virginia area, we want to be able to finish 
a project and move on to the next one.  
 
Do we give ourselves permission to take 15 minutes a day to practice? Are we 
convinced what we do is important? I hope so. Our finished projects can provide 
warmth, love, and caring to those receiving our offerings or provide a beautiful 
adornment in a home or office.  
 
I know that many of you do produce “perfect” work. For those of us who are still in the 
doubting stages, we need to practice and remember “finished = warm and perfect = 
cold”, 
 
I look forward to seeing all those FO’s in our Quilt Show in June!
