QUILT SHOW NEWS

Our Quilt Show is less then 2 months away and webaginning our call for volunteers to help with
SETUP and TAKEDOWN. Springfield is the responsibhapter - with Vienna - for setup &
takedown, and we are working on getting voluntepeifically for setup and takedown. If you
work a shift you will be eligible for a three-dagiraission for $5. In addition to quilters, we need
quilters' husbands, uncles, brothers, friends,aéiners to help too, as well as quilters' childrese(
below about young paid workers). We need many ledopvolunteer.

What is Setup / Takedown, and when is it?

On Wednesday, May 30, volunteers meet at the stahgd at 4:30 pm to help load the equipment
used to set up the show onto a truck. The sheerisnear the Expo center. This job takes about 2
hours; the more people we have the less timeéstak

On Thursday morning, May 31, starting at 8:00 amNWAvolunteers are needed to set up the poles,
drapes and quilts. Breakfast & lunch are providdlcEASE VOLUNTEER! We need teams of pole
assemblers, quilt hangers and people to go belsind make sure everything is correct. There dre al
kinds of jobs for all levels of ability and strehghot everyone needs to go up ladders! People
who've done this before will show new people hdsvdbne.

The quilt collectors arrive with quilts at abouf@:pm so there are 5 hours to get the poles amesira
up. Vendors arrive about 2:00 pm. Bring your owarkagloves if you have them (we have gloves if
you don't), and wear sturdy comfortable shoes;igi's a place for sandals or flipflops.

On Sunday, June 4 at 4:00 pm we "strike" the sterything comes down. Volunteers must be at
the Expo Center no later than 3:45 - the doorsomieed right at 4:00 and don't re-open until adl th
quilts are accounted for by the quilt collectofhis job moves fast - it takes about 3 hours &iitti

Again this year we
will pay young people ages 18 to 28 to work setogh makedown. We're giving them $12 per hour.
Also we will pay a BONUS of $25 to paid workers wiwork 2 shifts, one of which is working
