Happy New Year! I offer you my heartfelt wishes for a wonderful, colorful new year of 
quilting! After the holiday things are put away, there is no better time than now to quilt by 
hand. Although machines offer wonderful possibilities for beautiful quilts, fine handwork 
will never be obsolete. Besides the satisfying precision of exquisite craftsmanship, hand 
quilt making encourages us to slow down from the hectic pace of modern life as we make 
an object of beauty. When we take time for ourselves to enjoy the process, not just the 
product, quilting provides physical and spiritual refreshment. Studies show that happy 
hormones are released during hand sewing—so it's good for you (and the good feelings last 
longer than a chocolate high)!  

 
Hand projects can be carried just about anywhere, which means you 
can piece or appliqué while you supervise children or visit with family 
and friends, or on your lunch break at work. You can join a Bee, 
where good conversations nurture friendships. Everything you need 
for one block can be packed in a small baggie and taken to sports 
events, doctors' offices, or boring meetings. For a solitary retreat, I 
have sat and quilted on the beach, hearing the waves and pondering 
life. You can quilt while listening to music, movies, or books on tape.  
Quilting by hand promotes quiet, quality, and comfort. 
 

Cold winter brings two opportunities to enjoy warm hand quilting this month. January 15 
is Make-a-Quilt Night at Vienna QU.  Shelia Teague and her committee are preparing pieces 
for our relaxing evening of hand sewing and conversation around the tables.  When you 
arrive at our January meeting, you will select one of four blocks to make, then enter for a 
chance to win all the blocks of that pattern, enough for a lap-sized quilt!  Bring a needle, 
neutral thread, a few straight pins, and small scissors or snips to cut thread as you go 
along. If you need a review of hand piecing, I will be hosting the Beginners Table near the 
podium. If you've never tried it, this is your chance to learn why 
Peggy Sympson, past VQU President (and Physical Therapist), 
said, “Quilting is my therapy.” This is my favorite part of the quilt 
making process (can you tell?), and I would be thrilled to pass on 
my knowledge to you. 
 
Another opportunity for handwork and fellowship with people from all the chapters is the 
Big QU Winter Quilt-In on January 13, 1-4 PM, at Falls Church High School, on Jaguar 
Trail in Falls Church. The theme is “Quilters Go Green.” More details are available in the 
QU newsletter and on our web site: www.quiltersunlimited.org.

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AROUND THE COLOR WHEEL – BLUE 
January's cold weather brings crystal clear blue skies and icy blue-shadowed snow. Blue is part of 
the cool half of the Color Wheel, bringing feelings of restfulness and calm as it evokes sky and 
water. Since everyone can relate to these elements in Nature, it should be no surprise that blue is 
the favorite color of most adults worldwide (although people in artistic fields tend to pick other 
colors as their first choice). 
 
Blue symbolizes tranquility, permanence, and unity, but is also crisp, orderly, and dependable. The 
“something blue” that brides wear comes from Biblical times, when true blue was an emblem of 
faithfulness and loyalty (look at the blue Star of David on the flag of Israel). Calm skies and a calm 
ocean give the impression of infinity. When searching for blue fabrics, consider sky blue, cerulean 
blue (popular in Scandinavia), cyan (a rich turquoise beloved by printers and photographers), azure, 
Wedgwood, peacock, deep navy blue, royal blue, smoke, steel blue, denim, robin's egg blue, teal, 
and periwinkle – a light lavender blue that is one of my favorites. 
 
What shall we put with blue? The current popular blue-greens of ladies' fashion, such as turquoise 
and aqua, go well with beige and brown. Primary blue used with pale green and chocolate is 
stunning. Add emerald green and persimmon to blue with pure white for even more drama. 
Yellow goes better with blue than pink. Pink must be hot and vivid or turn to red in order to balance 
the blue in your quilt. Pale lemon yellow is wonderful with bright blue, and many quilting fabrics 
feature this combination. Chinese tea canisters and other blue and white porcelain dishes, lamps, 
etc. are common examples of the classic pairing of blue and white, as are the many antique two-
color quilts pieced in geometric patterns such as Nine Patch, Irish Chain, and Burgoyne 
Surrounded. 
 
Blue's complement is orange, so that's a winning combination for quilts (also the school colors of 
UVA). Another good option is to use blue with the colors found on either side of it, green and purple, 
for a lovely analogous color scheme. This naturally evokes the sea. Another good choice using vivid 
jewel tones is blue, violet and red (or fuchsia), especially on a black background. 
Studies show that, while red is the favorite of preschool children, as kids grow they begin to develop 
an interest in the cooler colors. Their second color choice is blue. Children who emphasize blue at a 
very early age are found to be concerned with control of both themselves and others. By first grade, 
children branch out into secondary colors. Also, studies of elementary school children have found 
that girls are better at differentiating colors than boys (but you knew that). Other research suggests 
that color-oriented children are more likely to prefer creative and innovative careers when they grow 
up, while youngsters more interested in form than color tend to pursue more factual, quantitative 
careers as adults. 
 
Another study showed that looking at blue decreases respiration, blood pressure, and heart rate, a 
subconscious physical response to color. Blue is the color of the absence of blood. (Maybe I'll look at 
something blue the next time I feel stressed or angry!) In product packaging, blue means 
cleanliness.  For example, blue is America's top color choice for toothbrushes. Also note how many 
soap packages are mostly blue, or use blue to enhance other colors. Blue is often used to sell milk 
and dairy products; white paper, white sheets and white sugar look whiter in blue packages. Eggs 
with white shells sell better in packages with blue stripes than with stripes of a different color.  
 
What about “baby blue” for boys and pink for girls? One explanation is that for centuries, all 
European children were dressed in blue because the color was associated with the Virgin Mary. The 
use of pink and blue emerged at the turn of the century, the rule being pink for boys, blue for girls. 
Surprised? Since pink was a stronger color (being 
derived from powerful red), it was best suited for boys; 
blue was more delicate and dainty and best for girls. 
And in 1921, the Women's Institute for Domestic 
Science in Pennsylvania endorsed pink for boys, blue for 
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girls. One could argue that contemporary color symbolism confirms these associations. Blue is 
considered a calm, passive color, hence feminine. Red is considered active hence masculine. 
 
On the other hand, the idea of associating blue with male babies may stem back to ancient times 
when having a boy was good luck. Blue, the color of the sky where gods and fates lived, held powers 
to ward off evil, so baby boys were dressed in blue. In Greece a blue eye is still thought to have 
powers to ward off evil. The idea of pink for girls might come from the European legend that baby 
girls were born inside delicate pink roses.  
 
Another theory proposes that the gender origins were from ancient China. At a time when certain 
dyes were quite rare, pink dye was readily available and therefore inexpensive. Since blues were 
rare and expensive, it was therefore considered to be more worthwhile to dress your son in blue, 
because when he married the family would receive a dowry. Also, a tribe in Namibia uses pink snail 
shells for women's wealth. 
 
In America in my lifetime, I have seen the trend shift from set boy/girl colors to a large variety of 
colors, including primaries and brights, being used for a baby's clothes and room. Clear yellow and 
apple green seem to be “safe” baby shower colors now. Aqua can also go either way. One word of 
advice from personal experience working in a quilt shop: when making a baby quilt as a gift, it 
might be prudent to find out the nursery colors before beginning the quilt, if you want it to be used. 
 
More blue symbolism: blue can mean sadness, as in the songs “Love Is Blue,” “Blue Christmas,” 
and many others, along with a whole category of music called the Blues. But blue can also imply 
speed in "blue streak." So-called “blue laws” prohibit certain activities for religious reasons, such as 
not allowing shops to be open on the Sabbath, which seems to tie in to the faithfulness to God 
concept as well as restfulness. More “true blue” connotations: "blue bloods" and "blue-stockings" 
refer to aristocrats. Blue ribbons recognize true quality or excellence in competition, and true 
automobile values are found in a "blue book." Quiescent quality – maybe these two Qs describe the 
blues! 
 
However you use blue in your next quilt... 
Keep it colorful!

Before we have a chance to blink once or twice and catch our breath, it will be May 
and time for the big QU Quilt Show.  The Vienna chapter will be expected to contribute some 
beautiful items to the silent auction to raise money for the organization.  VQU has always stepped 
up to the plate with lovely baskets and quilts.  It is not too early to begin plotting and scheming 
about what you or your bee could create to contribute to this fun activity.  It's time to start looking 
through books and magazines and do some brainstorming with your quilting buddies.  We are all 
looking forward to a wonderful quilt show in the spring. 
 
VIENNA QU'S COMMUNITY SERVICE DAY will be held on Saturday, January 19, at Calvary Hill 
Baptist Church, located at the intersection of Little River Turnpike (Rt. 236) and Olley Lane (just 
one block East of the Pickett Shopping Center - - left on Rt. 236 from Pickett Road).  The room is at 
the back of the church.  Please take the second driveway into the building.  The room is available to 
us from 8;00 a.m. - 4:00 p.m., so arrive whenever you can and stay as long as you like.  If you will 
be there around noon, you may either bring a bag lunch or we can order pizza or send out 
for sandwiches or KFC (group choice). 
  
There will be animals to turn and stuff and more to sew for Fairfax Hospital Children's Emergency 
Room, one or two lap quilts to baste and tack for Walter Reed Army Medical Center, and pillowcases 
to sew.  Stuffing will be provided.  The animal patterns and fabric will be available if you want to 
make another lap quilt top or mark and cut more animals (bring a pencil for the latter), and a 
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separate fabric collection will be available for the pillowcases.  Sharpies will be available for drawing 
the animal faces.  Any donations of clean leftover batting scraps (to cut up for stuffing), leftover 
polyester fiberfill or cotton, and ribbon or fabric string scraps for animal neck bows will be 
appreciated.  So, depending on what you prefer to do, please bring your sewing machine, thread, 
pins, needles, and/or turning/stuffing sticks.   
  
We had a great group last year, and I think everyone enjoyed the day.  We completed about 50 
stuffed animals and two quilts (except for the binding), and another 20 or so incomplete animals 
went home with one volunteer for finishing.
