Spanish Chicken
Crock pot recipe - Serves 6-8.

All measurements are approximate for this recipe. dt$ar obsessive-compulsives.
Relax, experiment, and enjoy the process!

Wash and dry one whole chicken, or chicken parts adding afpotat 5 Ibs. Dark meat
preferred, but anything works.

Mix desired spices together. | use:

3 t. freshly ground black pepper

2 t. (or less) salt

4 t. red paprika

2 cloves fresh garlic, minced (Gitta uses garlic powder)
2 t. Italian seasoning (not in original recipe)

Spread mixture over chicken, then place evenly in crock pot.

Mix the following and pour over chicken:
1 can tomato paste (6 0z)
1/2 c. water, chicken broth, or beer.

Optional: I usually add 1-2 fresh ripe tomatoes, chopped, obruschetta topping, or 1/2
c. salsa to the tomato paste mixture.

Optional: add 2-3 drops Dave's Insanity Sauce, the hottes satie world.
